A.  DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS 
1. Sheriff- Lt. Remidio reported 792 calls for service, 8 traffic calls, 1 arrest, 481 extra patrols, 12 lockouts, for Dec. He will send a Power Point presentation about Flock Cameras. Trustee Reville said the township was not notified of some incidents in Dec.  
2. Fire Chief – Chief Ripley reported 64 EMS calls and 3 fire calls for Dec. EMS collection for Northfield Center is up about 18% through Sept. FD took delivery of about $10,000.00 worth of rope rescue equipment with a collaboration with the national park.
3. Director of Services – Tim Black reported the Service Dept. is doing maintenance after leaf pick up is done. Also working on trucks/plows, have been plowing multiple times. 
4. County Engineer – Eugene Wilson reported that the Bayberry Engineer’s estimate should be in on Friday. Guardrail issue on Brandywine was resolved. Construction debris at Highland and Olde Eight condominiums; contractor cleaned up the debris. Trustee Reville asked about the status of the stormwater management study. Eugene will ask. 
5. Zoning – Tim Black reported multiple violation letters were sent out. A few issues have already been resolved.
