For discussion on proposed zoning resolution amendments to Chapters 130, 410 and 310 as recommended by the Northfield Center Township Zoning Commission.

Dan Schade, Zoning Commission member, reviewed the proposed text amendments that the Zoning Commission recommends to the Trustees for approval. He explained: 

Chapter 130 Definitions: Driveways. The Zoning Commission recommends to the Township Trustees that they amend the definition of driveway. Remove, “and to” after structure and add “or to a detached garage.” Also remove the word “gravel” and “stone.”
Driveway now to read: Driveways are restricted to that area of a lot reserved for the ingress and egress to the main structure or to a detached garage and shall consist of a hard surface material such as asphalt, concrete, brick or porous pavers.
These changes are recommended by the Summit County Access Management Manuel that you have adopted.[image: ]
Chapter 410.10 Off Street Loading Regulations Letter B. Driveways in Residential
Areas. The Zoning Commission recommends to the Trustees that they add a new #5 which reads: One driveway permitted per residential lot. NOTE: residents have attempted to put in a second driveway to access their accessory building from the street.
This change is recommended by the Summit County Access Management Manuel that you have adopted.
Chapter 310. Residential District Regulation. The Zoning Commission recommends to the Township Trustees to amend section 310.08 Pools, Letter D #4, c, ii. Remove the words “larger than 3” and replace with “larger than a maximum of 4 inches.”
Now to read: Such fences shall be constructed so as to have no openings, holes or gaps larger than a maximum of 4inches in any dimension, except for doors or gates. An accessory building may be used as part of such enclosure. Note: Resident was planning on putting in a pool and could not get the fencing they wanted in 3inches.Upon checking with the State Code we were not in compliance. Space between the pickets.
This change will put us in compliance with The State of Ohio regulations.
All these proposed text amendments were submitted to Summit County Planning Commission  and approved.
