Chapter 230. General Provisions.
The Zoning Commission recommends to the Township Trustees that they add to Section 230.17 of the Northfield Center Township Zoning Regulations a new letter E. To read. Solar panels shall be removed if not functioning and disposed of in accordance with county, state, and federal guidelines.
It has come to the attention of the Zoning Commission that Solar Panels may contain some toxicity. You cannot dispose of them with our trash Co. Kimble. The only place is Summit County is Summit E-Waste that will accept them without charge. There is a company called We Recycle Solar that will take them for a fee.
Chapter 610.07 Denial of Zoning Certificate.
[image: ][image: ][image: ][image: ][image: ]The Zoning Commission recommends to the Township Trustees that they add to
Section 610.07 of the Northfield Center Zoning Regulations a new letter B. to read Zoning Certificate/ Permit shall not be issued if there are any zoning violations attached to the property, unless the zoning certificate/ permit being applied for is deemed to correct the existing violations.
Resident came in for a pool permit but had a pending violation for an accessory building. Owner of a commercial building with numerous violations has come in for a new permit. As the regulations stand now the zoning inspector cannot deny them a new permit.
Both of these new regulations were submitted to Summit County planning and approved.
Per the Zoning Inspector he contacted the Township Attorney and they recommended adding the new letter B Denial of Zoning Certificate/ Permit.
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
